2. DETAILS OF LEARNING OBJECTIVES

By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:
> manage an incident, minimising the risk to themselves
> create an action plan to help them cope in an emergency.

3. DETAILS OF ACTIVITIES, TIMINGS AND RESOURCES REQUIRED

Activity Suggested timing | Resources required

Starter activities

Ask the students: ‘What is an action plan? Why are they useful?’ Record their results. | 5 mins

In groups, ask the students to think of an exciting first aid scenario. This 5 mins PowerPoint
could be something they have seen on the television or something they have presentation
experienced in real life. Paper and pens
Ask the students to produce a table with two columns; in the first column they 10 mins PowerPoint

list any dangers or hazards in their scenario and in the second they describe presentation
how they would deal with each one. Paper and pens

Development activities

Ask if anyone has made an emergency call. 10 mins Paper and pens
> Discuss how to make an emergency call using 999 or 112

> What information is needed? Use the previous scenario as an example
> Record and display responses from the students.

Explain how and what they should tell the emergency operator and the 10 mins PowerPoint
ambulance crew. presentation
Select an appropriate video clip. 15 mins Paper and pens

In groups, the students can discuss and record which pieces of information are
needed for the emergency call.

As a whole group, discuss the feedback making sure all points are covered. Back
in their small groups, the students can write down what they would say to the
casualty, including what they would ask, and how they would seek to reassure
the casualty. As a whole group, discuss and summarise the main points.

Plenary activities
Invite the students to role play the 999 call they discussed in the previous exercise. 5 mins
Request and respond to questions from the students. 5 mins

Suggested additional activities

Practise 999 calls for other fictional scenarios.
